[bookmark: _GoBack]BIPV (Building Integrated Photovoltaic) are PV products that have the appearance and function of a primary building construction material, while provided as a single integrated unit. The present problem is how to design architecture, such as a building, a barn, a pavilion, or even a noise barrier on the highway, utilizing BIPV. It is a combination of a building component and a power generation component. BIPV products must conform to both PV and building product Standards, individually. However, there are essentially no integrated Standards specific for BIPV products, and lack of specific terminology and classification rules for BIPV products and components. In order to develop integrated BIPV Standards, the first step is to define the applied BIPV products so that the scope of the Standards can be accurately defined. Therefore the work in the SNARF is to define the classification principle of BIPV products, so that the Standards developers can follow the definition of the BIPV products to define the scope of the Standards. 

This activity will develop a classification principle for BIPV products. This standard will also provide common guild lines for industries to follow and refer to in the coming future. It helps to speed up the utilization of BIPV products as well.
